At time of going to press it would seem the incumbent Warrelackwood MLA, Terry
Redman of the Nationals Party will manage to scrape in with a majority of around 1,000
votes over close rival, Ray Colyer from AugustaMargaret River, of the Liberal Party.

Nationals Party Leader, Brendan Grylls made the comment that while he himself was successful in gaining the
Pilbara seat in the name of the Nationals and with the possibility of Terry retaining VB&ackwood, some of the

other seats up for grabs were picked up from Labour by the Liberals, giving the latter an overall majority in the
house. Mr Grylls felt this situation would not have an adverse bearing on the continuation of Royalties for Regions
program, a Nationals initiative, that has proved so beneficial throughout regional Western Australia over the last fol
years, as a formal agreement was in place to retain the principles of the program. So many rural towns had
benefitted, like Walpole, and country folk generally would be reluctant to forego the continuation so that many
projects in progress would not be restricted.

Terry Redman polled 210 on First Preference, with John

Thorpe coming in second with 65 and Ray Colyer third with

153 with Liberals next with 80 and Labour third with 71.
