On Sunday week ago a group of  Outward Bound staff 
together with students from Bunbury Catholic College were 
cleaning the eastern side of Bellanger Beach and amongst 
heaps of other rubbish they found a large unusual object 
as seen in these photos. 
 

The images of the object were sent by Const. Jason 
Calleja to his colleagues in the Water Police section in 
Fremantle. There were various theories as to what it was 
but to be sure they sent it out to external agencies around 
the country. In the end a definitive answer was received 

from an officer at the Australian Maritime Safety 
Authority (AMSA) in Canberra. 
 

He advised it was a radio locator buoy used by 
commercial fishermen carrying out long line fishing. A 
buoy is attached to each end of a long fishing line, with 
thousands of hooks on it, some 30+ kilometres long. 
The locator beacons allow the ship's captains to locate 
and return to the long line to retrieve the net and their 
catch. 
 
It's amazing what washes up on our shores!  
 
Const. Calleja would like to take this opportunity to put 
in a big well done to Katie and Vaughan Bellanger who 
have, for many years, done and continue to do an 
amazing job cleaning up rubbish at Bellanger Beach!!

EXTENSION OF RESTRICTED  

BURNING PERIOD TO 10 MAY 2014 
 

Bush Fires Act 1954  
Due to the persistent summer conditions and unseasonably dry weather which has resulted in the 
continuation of intense fire conditions, the Shire of Denmark advises all owners and occupiers of 
land within the Shire as follows; 
The Restricted Burning Period will be extended until Saturday 10 May 2014. 
During these periods a permit to burn will be required. 
Permits may be obtained from your local FCO and are issued for the following day at the earliest, as 
they are required to be recorded by the Shire and DPaW prior to the commencement of burning. 
 
During this period residents are to ensure any burning that is carried out is conducted in a safe 
manner with the appropriate precautions and suppression equipment on hand with particular regard 
to the weather conditions on the day. 
Please also note that it is an offence to burn roadside verges without the written permission of the 
Shire and penalties do apply.

Walpole is known as a go-getting community that has to 

work hard to have the same services as bigger towns and 

cities.  The Walpole Family Centre is no exception, main-

taining a Long Day Care Centre licence through the ef-

forts of committed staff and a dedicated volunteer com-

mittee.  

This means that the centre has the same high quality ser-

vice that you would find in any centre around the country.  

As itôs a Long Day Care Centre parents are able to claim 

the Child Care Benefit (CCB) and Child Care Rebate 

(CCR).  This means that for many parents daycare is 

much more affordable, due to generous government sub-

sidies. 

Families who are eligible for 100% of the CCB and book 

their children onto the centre for permanent care, will pay 

as little as $16.50/day after the CCB and CCR.

Missing Flight MH370 

 

 

Monitoring for Signs of Debris on the South West Coast 
 

There is an expectation that debris from the missing Malaysian Airlines flight will wash up on the south west coast.  

Tangaroa Blue Foundation is asking its core people in the south west to monitor for items from the place during the 

course of their normal beach activities.  The search area for the plane is vast and focus points have moved from a long 

way south west of Perth to an area more adjacent and approximately 2000km west of Perth. 

 

Given the as yet unknown exact location of the crash site, the  lengthening time since the event and not knowing what 

happened to the plane on impact the identification of items from the plane potentially coming ashore on the WA 

coastline will require careful consideration. 

 

Beached items from the plane may be the first physical evidence available to investigators if the at sea search fails to 

find debris and it is therefore important to have an idea of what to look for, how much will arrive onshore and how we 

go about assessing what may or may not be an item from the place and referred to the Australian Maritime Safety 

Authority (AMSA).
