Dear Editor,

Firstly I would like to thank the many considerate
motorists and bike riders who do their utmost to give
me safe passage when | am driving my horse and sulky
on the road.

To other motorists and bikers not so considerate |
feel | need to raise awareness that horses, due to their
unpredictable nature, could pose significant risk.

Unfortunately the bendy parts of roads offer no long
sight vision for drivers/riders nor to those who may be
riding or driving horses. That we have to live with.

If you do see horses on the road and you are going
to pass in either direction, please, if possible, give
plenty of space and reduce your speed even if the
handler looks in control.

According to the road rules, the horse is considered
a vehicle on the road and is therefore permitted to be
ridden or driven on the road. Horse riders/drivers are
governed by similar road regulations as cyclists.

It is pertinent to point out Regulation 361 of the
Australian Road Rules 200
or livestocko, as foll ows

1) A person who is riding or driving a horse or in
charge of livestock that has become restive or
alarmed may direct an approaching driver, rider,
or pedestrian to stop and remain stationary until
the horse or livestock has become settled and it is
safe for the driver, rider, or pedestrian to
proceed.

2) The direction may be given by words or gestures
or by a combination of words and gestures.

3) A person must not, without reasonable cause,
disobey a direction given to the person under
Subrule 1). Penalty: Fine not exceeding 20
penalty units.

4) A person must not give a direction under Subrule
1) without reasonable cause. Penalty: Fine not
exceeding 20 penalty units.

5) In this rule, approaching means approaching
from any direction
