A section of the Walpole inlet 
foreshore near Swarbrick Jetty is 
set to receive much needed bank 
stabilisation work.  
 The Shire of Manjimup has 

received $9,900 through the 

Australian Governmentôs South 
West Community Groundworks 
Grant Programme for a project to 
promote long-term regrowth on the 
foreshore. 
 Jenelle Bowles from South 
Coast Catchment  Council said, 
ñThrough monitoring, the Walpole 
community identified an increasing 

erosion problem that if left would 
erode away important vegetation 
and then potentially erode further 

into a pedestrian access area used 
by the community, causing 
environmental damage.ò 
 Mrs Bowles explained that 
work is due to commence next 
month and that erosion will be 

controlled by stabilizing and 
planting the erosion area.  
 She said, ñThis project will 
promote long-term regrowth of the 
bank and the community will get 

the support, knowledge and skills 
they have been asking for.  
 This capacity building project 

aims to engage the community in 
long-term Landcare activities and 
biodiversity conservation.ò 
 South West Catchment Council 

will be partnering with the Shire of 
Manjimup to deliver the project, 
and the Department of Parks and 

Wildlife Frankland District will 
also be consulted. 
 Shire of Manjimup Sustainability 
Officer, Ann Bentley will be the 

Shire contact for the project.  
 Mrs Bentley told the Weekly:

Reader response to our cover article óPioneer Cottage 
decision deferredô WW February 17. 
 

I wonder how many people remember the old saying 
ñthey couldnôt see the wood for the treesò. If you do 
remember it, then you donôt have to go very far to see 
a classic example of it right here in Walpole. 
 The Tourist Bureau committee and many of the 
business people of Walpole were keen to remove some 
of the trees in Pioneer Park so that the visiting public 
were able to see the Visitor Centre and generally make 
things a bit more practical.   

 As usual, the óWOEô people (We Oppose Everything) 
complained about removing any trees in the park at all. 
So the Shire went about pruning some branches from 
the bottom of the trees. The net result, trees continue to 
grow and the travelling public are still coming into the 
shops asking if we have a tourist centre in Walpole. 
 In frustration, the Tourist Committee decided to 
apply for some grant funds to get the front of the 
visitor centre brightened up by painting or recladding 

the building so it could be seen from the street.  
 Guess what. The óWOEô people have now complained 

about that as well and have stopped this initiative also. 
 So the business people (who are, in general, the 
only ones that are financial members of the Tourist 
Bureau), are faced with having to fund the centre 
through memberships, work on the committee and 
volunteer, but we do not get the benefit of a visible 
visitor centre to promote the services and attractions. 
 óWalpoliansô know where the centre is and we 

enjoy the wonderful trees that are in the park, but a 
visitor centre is not about us. It is about being visible to 
the tourist so that they can see it easily. That gives us 

the opportunity to keep them in town longer or have 
them revisit at some time in the future to enjoy our 
precious environment.  
 If we do not change the way we promote this town, 
then we will continue to have a stagnant community 
with further loss of families that cannot make a go of it 

in Walpole.  
 Imagine if our previous generations of óWalpoliansô 
opposed any change to the town. We would not have 
what we have got now. We need to be open to 
opportunities to turn around the present economic 
situation. If we donôt we can expect more closures of 

businesses and probably the tourist centre. 
 So the choice is yours. Look to the future of the 
town. If you want a small community of predominantly 

retired people and a lot less businesses and services 
then we may as well close the visitor centre now. The 
alternative being to allow some changes to take us into 
the future on a sound economic basis. The question is: 
ñDo you want the wood or the treesò?

 Mrs Bentley explained that stabilization of the 
foreshore bank is planned with sand filled geotextile 

bags, ñThis has been successful in other South West 
inlets, estuaries and rivers.ò, she said.  
 Planting of the local native Juncus sedge and other 
maintenance activities will also be completed as part of 
the project.  
 Mrs Bentley said that some Walpole residents have 
been actively weeding and maintaining the project site. 
  She added, ñWalpole and Manjimup Weed Action 
Groups will be able to provide technical assistance and 

coordinate some activities within the scope of the 
project.ò 
 Mrs Bentley also said that the project will engage 
the community in long term Landcare activities and 
biodiversity conservation. 
 She said, ñAll volunteers will be given training to 
undertake any aspect of the project they work on.  
 ñThe education focus for this project will be on 
environmental weeds, enabling the community to 

identify, report and possibly help control weeds in the

Following recent public discontent over plans to 
upgrade the Visitor Centre and specifically to replace 
the timber cladding of Pioneer Cottage with 
colourbond, a public meeting will be held at the 
Community Centre on March 2. 

  The decision to undertake public consultation on the 
matter, follows a Council decision to defer the 
approval to upgrade Pioneer Cottage until after public 
consultation has been conducted.  The decision was 
made at the Council meeting on February 11.  
 The approval of the proposed works is due to be re-

considered by Council pending the outcome of the 
public consultation at the end of March. 
 A shire spokesperson said, "We will put all the 
proposals up for comment, these include the upgrade of 

Pioneer Cottage, the proposed plan for Pioneer Park 
and the proposed town centre revitalisation plan."

The long weekend in March heralds the Walpole Yacht 

Club Regatta ï now known as Walpole in the Trees 
Regatta. For some weeks now members have been 
preparing for this year's event. It is interesting to look 
back at Regattas over the years since the inaugural one 
was held in 1958.  
 However, before such competitions could be 
seriously thought about, there was a need for a 

clubhouse. The first site suggested was in Swan Bay, 

just west of the Swarbrick Jetty.  
 This brought a storm of protest from residents who 
were concerned that the proposed two-storey building 
would block their view. The current position was 
selected before there was a caravan park. A twenty-one 
year lease was obtained plus a permit to build and in 
the early 1960s a fairly simple boatshed was built as a 
start and officially opened.  

 It was around this time that the jetty was 
constructed. Local regattas followed and it wasn't long 
before competitors from other areas were also eager to 

take part in an event on such an ideal stretch of water.  
 In the height of competition the coloured spinnakers 
of the competing yachts provided a spectacular sight as 
sailors battled it out in what could often be varied  and 
sometimes difficult conditions on each day of the 
weekend. In 1980 for example, there were 103 boats 
competing. Moths, Windrush and Pelican championships 

have also been a feature over the years. Walpole Yacht 
Club sailors can look back on diverse types of yachts 
featured over the years - Gwen 12, Sharpies, Moths, 
Pelicans, and Windrush to name a few.  

 There was a period in recent years when 
membership numbers dwindled, but interest revived 
and now the Regatta is a prominent date on the 
yachting calendar.  
 Mention should be made of the late Bob Byleveld 

who was a patron of the Walpole Yacht Club.  For 
many years Bob was responsible for handling the 
nominations at each Regatta and carried out this 
important task from a rather small building aptly 
named "Bob's Box"!
