
 

 

Change: up for discussion  
Following recent controversy over 
the Visitor Centre plans to replace 
the timber cladding of Pioneer 
Cottage with colourbond cladding, 
the Shire of Manjimup will be 

holding a much anticipated public 
meeting in Walpole today, 

Wednesday March 2. 
 The meeting comes as a result 
of the Council decision to 

undertake public consultation prior 
to approving the proposed 
upgrades to Pioneer Cottage, 
which were presented at the 
Council meeting on February 11. 

 The planned upgrades include 
changes to the verandah and 

installation of external signage. 
 However it is still unclear if the 
proposal to be discussed, includes 

changes to the cladding or a roof 
upgrade for the cottage. 
 The Shire has announced the 
purpose of the meeting to be, ñTo 
facilitate discussion on the 

proposed recladding of the 
Walpole Visitor Centre and 

associated works.ò 
 At the same meeting, the Shire 
will also be seeking comment from 
interested residents on the 
proposed plans for Pioneer Park 
and the town centre revitalisation 
plan. These plans have not yet 
been formally presented to the 

community. 
 Mr Rod Burton president of the 
Walpole Nornalup Visitor Centre 

told the Weekly that the Walpole 
Nornalup Visitor Centre in 
conjunction with the Walpole 
Town Revitalisation Committee 
will be presenting the Pioneer Park 

Enhancement Concept Plan at the 
meeting. 
 Mr Burton said, ñThis plan has 
arisen out of the vision of the 
visitor centre to constantly review, 
seek and improve the visitor 

experience. 
ñIt was the intention of the plan to

Proposed Pioneer Park  Enhancement Plan to be presented at the public meting. Image courtesy R. Burton. 
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identify and provide for much needed and improved 
amenities.ò 

 Mr Burton said that the proposed plan, pictured  
opposite on page 7, was jointly funded by equal 
contributions of $2,500 each from the Shire of 
Manjimup and the South West Development 
Commission. 
 Mr Burton said that the plan proposes to expand the 
frontage of the Visitor Centre to make it more visible 
from the main street and to create a central meeting 
point for the trails. 

 The enhancement proposal includes interpretative 

and art components as well as a discovery circuit, 
nature playground and access improvements for 
pedestrians and vehicles.   
 Mr Burton said, ñIt is proposed that appropriate 
artwork with interpretation signage and or a three 
dimensional map of the trails and region be highly 
visible from Nockolds Street so as to act as a ólureô for 
visitors looking for the Visitor Centre.ò 
 Mr Burton explained that the existing car park 

would be formalised with new pavement and barrier 
kerbing and fully accessible footpaths to link to the 

toilets and the visitor centre. 
 Mr Burton also said, ñPresent park fixtures are in 
desperate need of review and is planned to replace 
them with modern compatible furniture. 
 ñOver the past few years the shire has provided 
some pathways and modest pruning but in order to 
move with the times it is critical that every opportunity 

is provided to seek funding that in itself will provide a 
tourist and community feature that we will be proud of. 
 ñThe project is one of change, and for us as a 
community, one of anticipated enthusiasm.ò 

 Interested residents are invited to attend the public 
meeting, which will be held at the Walpole 
Community Hall commencing at 5.30pm. 
 Further information can be obtained by contacting 
the Director of Development and Regulation, Brian 
Robinson at the Shire of Manjimup.

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A Kojonup veterinarian is calling on local residents to 
join her fight for increased funding to improve mobile 
phone black spots through a petition aimed at the 
Federal Government.  
 Miss Marsh wants the Government to increase 

mobile phone black spot funding and commit to a 
deadline to rectify currently identified locations. 
 Miss Marsh said, ñI am campaigning for this issue 
after my partner, Mick, tragically passed away 
following a motorbike accident which occurred in a 
mobile phone black spot, delaying emergency 

assistance for 20 ï 30 minutes.  
 ñMy experience is not an isolated incident. Others 
have been affected in a similar way. Recent bushfires 
in late 2015 and early 2016 have also highlighted the 

problems of mobile phone black spots preventing 
access to emergency services.ò 
 Miss Marsh said that there are more than 6000 
nominated mobile phone black spots throughout 
Australia, including near capital cities, along major 
highways and transport routes and in whole towns and 
villages. She said that WA alone has 570 black spots 
registered. 

 Miss Marsh said that where there is a black spot, 

there is no mobile network coverage and emergency 

services like ó000ô and alternative numbers such as 
ó112ô will not work. 
 She said, ñIf you are faced with a life-threatening 
emergency and are in a mobile phone black spot area 
you will not be able to obtain emergency assistance.  

This could be the difference between life and death.  
 ñThe technology exists to eradicate mobile phone 
black spots. It is simply a matter of further funding.ò  
 Mrs Marsh explained that the Federal Government 
has committed $160 million, with the Black Spot 
Round 2 locations expected to be announced at the end 

of this year, and that after this current round, there is no 
further funding for mobile phone black spots. 
 Miss Marsh said, ñIf mobile phone black spots in 
your area miss out this time, there is no guarantee as to 

when they will be resolved.ò  
 Miss Marsh is aiming to collect 100,000 signatures 
by April 30, to send to the Standing Committee on 
Petitions for presentation to the Australian parliament. 
 Miss Marsh said, ñRemember it doesnôt matter if 
you collect one signature or one thousand signatures, 
collectively we can make a difference.ò
