ôChild safetyõ in Walpole 
With the view of improving child safety within the 
precincts of the townôs shopping centre the following 

unsettling possible incident is shared. 
 A family arrives for a holiday in Walpole, parking in 
Nockolds Street.  The mother with her little son goes 

shopping while the father checks out Pioneer Park for a 
picnic.  Arms full of groceries, the mother loads her 

vehicle, when suddenly, her son spots his father across 
the highway and impulsively runs to him.   
 A driver travelling west along South Western 

Highway, is presented with no warning as the child, 
obscured by the cube shaped hedges growing along the 
median strip garden, darts out in front of the oncoming 

vehicle.  I know that little boy of another time and place, 
who, but for the Grace of God, would not have written 
these words.   

 The Shire of Manjimupôs  óMalone Designô, March 16  
2016, of the proposed planned improvements to Nockolds 

streetscape appears not to feature what surely must be 
essential in preventing the above described incident 
occurring, that is, the installation of a low fence along 

Nockolds median strip garden bordering hard against

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Local Hazelvale Fire Control Officer, Alex Williams 
advised the Weekly of  important changes to the 
restricted and prohibited burning periods in the Shire of 
Denmark. 

 Alex said, ñIt is important that all owners and 
occupiers of property in the Shire of Denmark read 
their current Fire Regulation Notice 2016/2017, 
particularly as it contains changes to the  restricted and 
prohibited burning periods.ò 
 Alex also said that the restricted period for spring 
had been brought forward almost 3 weeks, now 

commencing on November 1, and that the prohibited 
period had also been brought forward, due to 
commence on December 15. 

 ñTo burn during the restricted period you require a 
permit which is issued by your local Fire Control 
Officer. There are many conditions contained within 
the permit which you must comply with. A major 
condition is that you must have the ability to extinguish 
any fire you ignite,ò Alex said. 
 Alex also reminded residents that all fire risk 
mitigation measures as per the Fire Regulations Notice 
must be in place by the first of December 2016 and 

comply until April 30, 2017. 
 Referring to a fire incident at Pit Road earlier this 
year, where two firefighters were placed in grave 
danger, Alex asked residents to pay attention to the fire 
truck access requirements. 
 ñI would ask that residents pay particular attention 
to the sections in the Fire Regulation Notice that refer 
to óStrategic Fire Access Routeô and óTurning Areaô 
and imagine the size and manoeuvrability required for 

a large fire truck,ò Alex said. 
 Alex also explained that the commencement of the 

restricted period is under review and depending on 
actual conditions, may vary.  
 He said that any variation would be notified.

Male suicide on the rise 
Australian Bureau of Statistics figures released during 
Metal Health Week revealed that 3027 Australians 
took their own lives in 2015 at a rate of more than 8.29 
people a day.  
 This is a 5.4 per cent increase over 2014 with 2,864 

suicides recorded. 
 Of those who took their life 2292 were male 
representing a suicide rate of 19.4 deaths per 100,000 
people and 735 were females, representing a suicide 
rate of 6.2 deaths per 100,000. 
 Men aged 40 to 54 took their own lives at a greater 

number than any other group, with 730 deaths ï almost 
one third of all male suicides. 
 Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islanders were twice as 
likely to take their own lives, with a total 152 deaths in 

2015 representing a suicide rate of 25.5 deaths per 
100,000 people.  
 By comparison the rate of suicides by non-
Indigenous Australians was 12.7 deaths per 100,000. 
 More than a quarter (26.8 per cent) of teenagers 
aged 15 to 17 who took their own lives in 2015 were 
Indigenous. 

 ñThese figures have to stop us in our tracks,ò said 
beyondblue Chairman The Hon. Jeff Kennett AC.  

 ñThe 2015 total is two and a half times the national 
road toll and six times the number of Australian lives 
lost in the entire Vietnam War,ò he said. 
 Mr Kenneth also said that the suicide rates were a 
national disgrace requiring a national response. 
 ñThat is why I am calling on the Senate to establish 
an all-party, bi-partisan Australian Senate Suicide 
Commission to urgently investigate this terrible toll 
and lead the nation with great social purpose in a new 

approach to combat suicide. 

 Mr Kennett said people decide to take their own 
lives when they believe all hope is lost and that their 
families will be better off without them. 
 ñNo family is better off for having lost a loved one. 
 ñIt may not be easy to ask someone whether they 
are thinking about suicide, but you shouldnôt let that 
stop you. Suicide is preventable,ò Mr Kenneth said.
